Your menu will
be confirmed prior to the event.

In keeping with the event's purpose of protecting the environment, only compostable
containers will be allowed for use by the food vendors. Styrofoam will no longer be
allowed. Lastly, food waste carts will be placed near the food vendor booths and
throughout the Festival site to encourage proper disposal of food waste for composting.

Due
to the overwhelming response to participate, each vendor/exhibitor will be entitled to one
table and two chairs. Vendors may bring additional chairs, tables and canopies. Receipt
of vendors/exhibitor applications will be confirmed prior to the event.
